environmentally-friendly production
Taking action for a better world and a sustainable future, Zorluteks embraces environmentally-friendly and intelligent manufacturing technologies, active energy management, and recycling programs, while saving 11 tons of black dye and hundreds of tons of water every year. The company also recovers 90% of the solid waste generated.
Zorluteks leads the Turkish textile industry with environmentally-friendly and sustainable business practices in every market where the company does business. The company adheres to the principles of accountability and transparency while making high-quality products that are sustainable and kind to the nature, and reports its activities to stakeholders on a regular basis. 
“We work to help sustainable development”
Discussing the environmental approach of the company, Zorlukteks General Manager Cemil Çiçek said that the company was dedicated to customer satisfaction whilre reducing and recovering waste materials through their environmental management system, using environmentally-friendly materials assisted by their chemical management system, and using energy more efficiently as directed by an energy management system. Çiçek continued, “With 65 years ıof experience in the industry, we are capable of doing business anywhere in the world. We believe that economic sustainability is only possible through projects and environmental practices that create value for the society. This serves as the foundation of the Zorluteks commitment to ensure sustainable development in all business activities.” 
“The leading integrated facility of the world”
Çiçek noted that, as an integrated facility that undertakes all aspects of production from weaving to dyeing, printing and apparel construction to retail presentation, they were among the leading textile manufacturers of the world, and placed keen emphasis on sustainable production. 
 Çiçek said that they calculated their carbon emissions and planted far more trees in "Memorial Woods" nationwide than were required to offset their emissions, and that over 150 thousand trees had been planted since 2010, when the initiative began. 
Discussing certified organic products and plant-based fibers for linens, Çiçek said, “Our easy-ironing and stain-resistant products help consumers save energy. Certified organic products conserve the nature, while innovative products like “Self-Cleaning Blinds and Curtains" or TAÇ Ion Therapy, charged with negative ions for a positive sleep, are the pinnacle of product development."
“We continue to invest in technology” 
The Zorluteks factory invests in low-energy, high-speed drapery machines, and digital printing machines that use less water, energy and chemicals. Çiçek commented, “We can print up to 15,000 kilometers per year with our digital printing machinery. That is the equivalent of traveling across Turkey 10 times. This investment also means we save 200 tons of water per day. By investing in digital technologies, we save water and energy that is equivalent to the consumption of one thousand people per day."
“Recovery projects bring savings”
Çiçek said that recovery facilities and digital printing technologies helped the company reduce water consumption, solid waste and waste dye generation, which contributed to preserving the environment. Cemil Çiçek continued, “Our recovery facilities enable us to recycle water for use in multiple processes, which translates to us using 80 liters of water for the production of 1 kilogram of cotton fabric, where the global average is 120 liters. Recycling processes ensure that 90% of the solid waste generated is recovered. By mixing waste dyes in various colors, we recover 11 tons of black dye per year. We recycle the fiber shavings produced by quilting machines. We recovered 23 tons of waste fiber last year and reused them as pillow filling. The Environmentally-Friendly Bag project involved the production of 63,000 cloth carrier bags to reduce the use of plastic bags. Meanwhile, we collected 2.5 tons of waste oil since 2016. This not only helped us prevent environmental contamination with waste oil, but turned into a company-wide competition, and the winner received a battery-powered wheelchair for a relative in need."
